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Bicol River dredging works start Tuesday

 MANILA, Philippines ɂ Dredging works along the narrow section of the 94-kilometer Bicol River 

will start tomorrow and will be followed by bamboo planting activities in the area and relocation 

of typhoon-victims, the Department of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) said 

yesterday.

improving their carrying capacity, especially during typhoon season, DENR Secretary and Task 

Force Build Back Better chairman Roy Cimatu said. 

The task force earlier started dredging the Cagayan and Marikina rivers to improve their width 

and depth. 

Earlier estimates by the Department of Public and Highways (DPWH) showed around 58,235 

cubic meters of silt and other materials will be collected from the middle section of the Bicol 

River. 

DENR regional executive director Antonio Abawag said the dredging would focus on the 

constricted portion of the river in Camaligan town, which is currently 31 meters wide from its 

original and ideal width of 80 meters. 

Dredging works will take 281 days using two amphibious excavators, each with a capacity to 

collect 17.28 cubic meters per hour of silt, according to DPWH regional assistant director Gerald 

Pacanan. 

The Bicol River ranks eighth  among the country's largest rivers  in terms of drainage basin size. 

It straddles 90 percent of Camarines Sur and Albay, while the rest covers Camarines Norte. 

Aside from dredging works, the task force has started stabilizing the riverbank by planting 

bamboos, Cimatu said. 

He said at least 171 property have been identified by the National Housing Authority for the 

relocation of informal settlers affected by the floods spawned by Typhoons Ulysses and Rolly last 

year.

Mr. Cimatu said the department completed various infrastructure-related activities, including 

acquiring easements for roads and removing structures violating the easement rules. 

At the end of December, the Boracay Inter-Agency Task Force (BIATF) said that the number of 

structures violating easement rules fell to 342, representing 21% of all the illegal structures on the 

island.

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Closure awaits sanitary landfills operating as open dumps: 

DENR

MANILA  ɀ Some erring sanitary landfills in the country risk getting entangled in the crackdown 

the Department of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) is conducting against open 

dumpsites nationwide. 

 

"We'll shut down sanitary landfills operating as open dumps," said DENR Undersecretary Benny 

Antiporda on Monday. 

 

He assured such action, expecting the crackdown to increase demand for facilities where open 

dumps' solid waste -- which are mixed or unsegregated -- can be brought for final disposal. 

 

Republic Act 9003 (Ecological Solid Waste Management Act) requires segregation of solid waste 

into compostable, reusable and recyclable trash so what's left for final disposal are residual waste 

materials only, he noted. 

 

"I'd like to get the attention of sanitary land fill operators to refrain from accepting mixed waste," 

he said. 

 

National Solid Waste Management Commission (NSWMC) said sanitary napkins, disposable 

diapers, worn-out rugs, ceramics and plastic-lined cartons are among examples of residual waste 

since these items are non-compostable and non-recyclable. 

RA 9003 states that sanitary landfill is a "waste disposal site designed, constructed, operated and 

maintained in a manner that exerts engineering control over significant potential environment 

impacts arising from the development and operation of the facility." 

 

Open dump is a "disposal area wherein the solid wastes are indiscriminately thrown or disposed of 

without due planning and consideration for environmental and health standards," RA 9003 

continued. 
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Closure awaits sanitary landfills operating as open dumps: 

DENR 

 

DENR is cracking down on open dumps in the country, and targets to close down the last of these 

this March, as RA 9003 prohibits such areas' use as final waste disposal sites. 

 

"As an alternative, sanitary landfill sites shall be developed and operated as a final disposal site for 

solid and, eventually, residual wastes of a municipality or city or a cluster of municipality and/or 

cities," RA 9003 said. 

 

Antiporda noted some sanitary landfills that accept mixed waste already established respective 

facilities for composting biodegradable trash brought there. 

 

He's urging other sanitary landfills concerned to have composting facilities as well. 

 

Come up with technologies for addressing biodegradables, he told operators of such landfills. 

 

Composting is among activities that RA 9003 promotes to help reduce volume of waste for 

disposal. 

 

NSWMC said among biodegradable waste are fruit and vegetable peelings, left-over food, soft 

shells, leaves, flowers, branches as well as entrails of fish, fowl, meat and animals. 

 

"They undergo biological degradation under controlled conditions and can be turned into 

compost (soil conditioner or organic fertilizer) by mixing them with soil, water, air and biological 

additives/activators(optional)," NSWMC also said.

Lauan species with a total estimated value of P2,052,780 and a 10-wheel truck. 

Garciano disclosed that the lumber was not sawn in Basey but may have come from Maydolong 

and Llorente in Eastern Samar. 

He said they have filed a case for violation of Section 68 and 68-A of Presidential Decree 705 or 

the Revised Forestry Code as amended by Executive Order 277 and amended further by Section 77 

of Republic Act 7161 against Genevieve Laugo and Archiepie Laugo, the declared owners and 

possessors of the seized items. 

Garciano has also issued a seizure order on the lumber and conveyance pending formal 

administrative seizure proceedings and disposition.

The hawksbill sea turtle (Eretmochelys imbricata) is a critically endangered sea turtle belonging to
