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Cimatu elated by PRRD support to Manila
Bay project

MANILA — Environment Secretary Roy Cimatu on Tuesday said he felt “elated and overwhelmed” by the praise
and support the Manila Bay beach nourishment project has received from President Rodrigo R. Duterte and the
public.

“It is very encouraging and fulfilling to get positive feedbacks from the public, much more to receive a
commendation from the President. For us, it is an affirmation that we did the right decision to pursue the beach
nourishment project,” Cimatu said in a media release.

He also thanked the President for recognizing the efforts of the Manila Bay Task Force led by the Department
of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) to clean up the Baywalk area, particularly the overlaying of
artificial white sand on the beach.

The DENR chief believes that supportive views outnumbered criticisms over the beach nourishment project,
which is an important component of the Manila Bay rehabilitation program.

“We, in the DENR and Manila Bay Task Force believe in the principle of vox populi vox dei, which says the
voice of the people is the voice of God,” Cimatu said. “The majority of the people have spoken, and they are
supportive of the project.”

Cimatu said seeing throngs of people at Manila Bay last weekend to get a glimpse of the white sand beach was
a strong indication that the project enjoys overwhelming public support.

He, however, lamented the failure of the crowd to observe proper physical distancing with their eagerness to
see the white sand beach.

“We are saddened by the overcrowding of people along Manila Bay, without observance of physical distancing.
But somehow, we felt vindicated from the accusations and negative claims that the Manila Bay rehabilitation is
artificial and harmful to human health and the environment,” Cimatu said.

The Manila Bay rehabilitation program dates back in 2008 when the Supreme Court issued a writ of continuing
mandamus directing the DENR and other agencies to clean up, rehabilitate and preserve the bay.

In more than a decade since the writ was issued, it was only under the Duterte administration that the
government finally set in motion an honest-to-goodness undertaking to bring Manila Bay back to its former
glory.

Cimatu shared all the praise and recognition the DENR has been getting because of the beach nourishment
project to the other mandamus agencies.
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“Di pa tapos ang rehabilitasyon ng Manila Bay, ngunit ngayon pa lang nagpapasalamat na ako sa lahat ng
hirap at tulong na binibigay ng mga mandamus agencies, kung wala ang tulong ninyo, wala kaming magagawa
sa DENR (The Manila bay rehab is not yet finished, but right now | am grateful for all the support given by
mandamus agencies. Without your support we can't do anything here in DENR),” Cimatu said.

He acknowledged the contributions of the Department of Public Works and Highways, the Metropolitan Manila
Development Authority, the Philippine Coast Guard, the Department of the Interior and Local Government, the
Laguna Lake Development Authority, the Armed Forces of the Philippines, the Philippine National Police, and
the Philippine Maritime Group.

He said the agencies did not only vitally contributed in all rehabilitation works in Manila Bay, but also stood by
the DENR in its most trying moments when the agency was severely criticized by some critics.

During the International Coastal Cleanup Day celebration on Sept. 19, almost all members of the Duterte
Cabinet were there to give their statement of support to the DENR.

Manila Bay is only in its second phase of rehabilitation.

The third phase, according to Cimatu, is the hardest—changing the attitude and behavior of the people toward
the environment.

This phase, if it becomes successful, would sustain all the efforts that have been done to bring Manila Bay back
to its former pristine condition. (PR)

DENR: We will run after contractor of Manila
Bay project if it fails to deliver

The Department of Natural and Environment Resources on Wednesday called on critics of
the Manila Bay Nourishment Project to delay their criticisms until after the project has been
completed as it promised to run after the contractor if it fails to deliver.

DENR Undersecretary Benny Antiporda cited in particular criticisms on the alleged erosion
of dolomites on a part of the Manila Bay beachfront.

“'Yung area na 'yon is under construction pa. Under renovation pa siya, under nourishment
pa siya so | don’t think it’s fair na mag-judge sila kaagad diyan,” Antiporda told GMA News.

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Also on Wednesday, Antiporda bared plans of the contractor to build a higher fence to
discourage the public from taking photos of the white dolomite beach, which leads to violations
of social distancing protocols.

Antiporda also assured the public that it will file cases against the contractor if it fails to deliver
on the project.

“If in case that we found out na there is negligence, na na-shortchange ang taumbayan sa
ginawa ng contractor na 'yan, we will ask the DPWH (Department of Public Works and

Highways) to run after the contractor, of course,” Antiporda added.

The "white sand" portion of Manila Bay, where dolomite was used, was opened to the public for
the weekend.

Crowds flocked to the area and disregarded social distancing.

The area was again closed to the public on Monday to make way for continued rehabilitation.
Damaged reefs in Cebu?
The Knight Stewards of the Sea earlier claimed that some crushed dolomite spilled into the sea

when it was being transported to Manila from Cebu, causing the sedimentation of coral reefs
and damaging the local marine ecosystem.

Antiporda said the DENR is now looking into the issue but cautioned the public against
believing “false accusations.”

“The dolomite mining has been operating there for 40 years. Hindi po totoo at mali po ‘yung
paratang na dahil po sa dinala sa Maynila ‘yan kaya nagkaroon ng ganyang mga problema na
sinasabi nilang nasira ‘yung karagatan nila,” Antiporda said on Super Radyo dzBB.

“Titingnan po natin kung totoo but as of now, base sa pag-aaral ng ating mga expert na
sinasabing pa’no naman masisira ‘yung corals kung ‘yung sinasabing bumagsak na mga
sediments ay kamag-anak din ng coral which is calcium carbonate,” he added.

Antiporda also assured the public that the DENR will hold the contractor accountable if it is
proven that it damaged coral reefs in Cebu.

“‘Pag-aaralan po nating mabuti para ma-satisfy yung ating mga kababayan at ‘wag po
magpapaniwala dito sa false accusations,” he said.

Environmentalist and fisherfolk groups previously slammed the white sand project as
an “aesthetic solution” that “does not solve pollution at the source.” — with Julia Mari

This comes after he asked the environment department to temporarily block public access in
the area after hundreds of people came to visit and ignored physical distancing guidelines
over the weekend.

“l think all the hotels on Roxas Boulevard will benefit from this, so business will boom,” he
said in a public briefing on Wednesday.

“Yung ating mga negosyo sa Roxas Boulevard ay magkakaroon ng high demand (There will
be a high demand for our businesses on Roxas Boulevard) in a matter of time,” he added.

Domagoso also said that the synthetic white sand or crushed dolomite rocks dumped in
Manila Bay served as a symbol of hope for the public amid the country’s fight against the
coronavirus disease-2019 (COVID-19).

However, he appealed to the people to put aside plans to visit Manila Bay, not only because
of the pandemic, but also because construction works are still ongoing.

“‘Alam kong gustong-gusto niyong malaman at maramdaman ‘yung talagang kakaibang
nangyari sa Manila Bay, na atin namang pinagpapasalamat sa DENR family (I know that you
really want to know and feel the extraordinary thing that happened in Manila Bay, of which
we thank your DENR family for),” he said.

Over a thousand people flocked to Manila Bay on September 19 and 20 to see its artificial
white sand after the DENR temporarily opened the area to the public.

The apparent disregard for physical distancing and other health and safety guidelines in the
crowd led to the administrative relief of Lt. Col. Ariel Caramoan, who was the Ermita Police
Station commander.

Senator Cynthia Villar on Monday said the growing number of volunteers and partner organizations who take
part in the clean-up and mangrove planting activities should be credited for the strides made in the Manila Bay
rehabilitation campaign.

Villar, chairperson of the Committee on Environment and Natural Resources, made the remark as the
International Day of Coastal Cleanup was observed over the weekend.

“'m happy because there are many volunteers and partners in our clean up and mangrove planting activities in
Manila Bay. Many of them did not stop cleaning despite the pandemic,” Villar said.

Almost 12 years after the issuance of the Supreme Court mandamus compelling government agencies and
local government units to clean up and rehabilitate Manila Bay, she admitted that “we still have a long way to go
before we restore the bay to its pristine condition.”

Five years ago, Villar started a project in Baseco Compound. Together with the Department of Health, she
initiated a project that will build toilet facilities for the residents and address the problem of open defecation in
the area.

She also built livelihood projects such as mangrove planting, urban garden, recycling, and aquaculture. Baseco
residents are now benefitting from these projects as a source of food or as a source of additional income.

The lady senator also continues to be at the forefront of the fight against Manila Bay reclamation. The Las
Pinas-Paranaque Wetland Park, a 175-hectare critical area situated south of Manila Bay, is a Wetland of
International Importance that was accorded protection against the threat of reclamation through the Villar-
authored Republic Act 11038 or the Expanded National Integrated Protected Areas System Act.

Also in a bid to increase awareness on the importance of this wetland as a sanctuary of migratory birds and
haven of flora and fauna, Villar helped build facilities in the area such as a wetland center, visitor’s center, bird
hides, boardwalk, and view towers, for the convenience of people looking to enjoy the wonders of this park.
“The rehabilitation in Manila Bay is not only for beautification. It is very important to preserve athe biodiversity
here because of many livelihood are dependent on it. About 300,000 fishermen are depending on their fish
supply here, Villar said.

“And of course, Manila Bay is world-renowned due to its beautiful sunset. We want the future generation to

enjoy this. | hope that although we are still far from end-goal, we continue to inspire others to help us win the
Battle for Manila Bay,” she added.

Metro Manila (CNN Philippines, September 23) — A task force official on Wednesday vowed that it will
prevent other crowd-gathering incidents from happening again, such as the Manila Bay white sand event that
led to violations in physical distancing.

Carlito Galvez, chief implementer of the National Task Force Against COVID-19, acknowledged that authorities
failed to control the situation.

"We have learned our lesson so we will make sure this will not happen again," he told reporters in an online
briefing.

The Department of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) recently launched a project that covered the
Manila Bay Baywalk with white sand made of crushed dolomite minerals.

The agency opened the area for public viewing for a limited time over the weekend which caused visitors to
flock to the area in tightly packed lines, waiting to get a glimpse of the beach.

This drew concerns from the public of possible COVID-19 transmission. The DENR later apologized for the
crowding while Philippine National Police Chief PGen. Camilo Cascolan sacked the Ermita police head for failing
to enforce security and health measures.

President Rodrigo Duterte on the other hand defended the project from critics who questioned the purpose of
the white sand. He pointed out that people are enjoying the reclaimed area.

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Duterte praises Manila Bay
makeover project

PHILIPPINE President Rodrigo Duterte on Monday, September 21, praised Environment
Secretary Roy Cimatu for his rehabilitation efforts in the Manila Bay.

“Let us begin by congratulating Secretary Cimatu. You know | remember that meeting
and | think everybody was there when | said, ‘Roy, can you clean this up?’ And his
answer was...very curtly given, he said, ‘I can work on this,’”” Duterte said.

The president also noted that the public is enjoying the now-completed Manila Bay
“‘white sand beach” project.

“People now are really enjoying the reclaimed area with the white sand at least,” Duterte
said.

“He (Cimatu) impressed me, he accepted my dare. It was a very positive statement. It
was not even a neutral thing or a thing that would border (on speculation). He did not
say ‘| can do it if.” He said ‘I can do it.” And people are now enjoying the benefits of the
determined action of a Cabinet member to do good,” he added.

Duterte also thanked his other Cabinet members for helping him run the country.

“Without you, | would have a very hard time running the country. But because you are
there — I’m not saying | have succeeded, that is for the people to assess or give when
I’m no longer the president — but what I’m trying to impress also upon the people is
that we are doing our job,” he said.

Duterte acknowledged the critics of the Manila Bay’s white sand project, noting that they
will always have something to say.

“We really cannot do anything. You do it, they have something to say. You don’t do it, (Vice
President Leni Robredo) has something to say, too,” he said in Filipino.

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A crowd of people flocked to Manila Bay along Roxas Boulevard over the weekend to
witness its brief opening to showcase the artificial “white sand beach” implemented
under the Department of Environment and Natural Resources’ (DENR) P389-million
Manila Bay rehabilitation program.

The Manila Bay opened to the public from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. on Saturday, September 19,
and again on Sunday after the completion of its makeover project that involved pouring
piles of crushed dolomite on the stretch of Manila Bay’s shore.

Despite the facelift, the government has banned the public from swimming in the area.
The Manila Bay will also be closed starting Monday to continue the DENR’s rehabilitation
efforts such as beach nourishment, dredging, and desilting activities.

“Napakahalaga na mabago ang kultura at pag-uugali ng mga tao upang tuluyang
maisakatuparan ang rehabilitasyon ng Manila Bay (/t is very important to change the
culture and behavior of the people to finally carry out the rehabilitation of Manila Bay),”
Cimatu said.

“Gusto kong baguhin ang paniniwala ng tao sa pamamagitan ng paggawa ng (white
sand) beach dito sa Manila Bay. (/ want to change the people’s beliefs by creating a white
sand beach here in Manila Bay),” he added.

Cimatu also maintained that the DENR will continue its work on Manila Bay despite the
criticism that the artificial white sand beach project drew earlier this month.

“Sadly there are those who are telling or accusing us of not contributing solutions.
Finding fault just wanting to stop [these] beach nourishment activities here at Baywalk
for reasons that are critical rather than environmental. We will not allow them to deter or
distract us,” he said.

“We have nothing to fear as long as we know that we are doing something good,” he
added.

Yes, Harry Roque, 'tilapia’ can be found in
Manila Bay

MANILA, Philippines — The recent fish kill near Baseco and its alleged link to the
government's controversial Manila Bay white sand project is only the latest issue to
hound the Duterte administration as the COVID-19 pandemic ensues.

Asked yesterday about its reaction to the Department of Environment and Natural
Resources not discounting the possibility of sabotage in the fish kill, the Palace
brought its own suspicions to the table.

Presidential spokesperson Harry Roque on Friday doubted the presence of tilapia in
Manila Bay, suggesting that the phenomenon could be part of a smear campaign by
the opposition against President Rodrigo Duterte.

“Pero ang nakapagtataka nga, bakit ang tilapia, freshwater fish iyong nakarating sa
Manila Bay. Parang imposible naman iyon ‘no dahil hindi po mabubuhay ang tilapia sa
saltwater. So ingat-ingat lang po tayo sa panahon ngayon desperado po ang kalaban
ng gobyerno, lahat po ginagawa para siraan si Presidente Duterte,” Roque said in a
Friday press briefing.

However, research from the National Fisheries Research and Development Institute
confirms that tilapia do indeed habitate the Manila Bay.

The occurrence of invasive black-chin tilapia "Sarotherodon melanotheron” was

first reported in the bay in 2015 by a group of researchers, including fisheries scientist
and marine biologist Mudjekeewis Santos, Ph.D.

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That fish kill in Manila Bay

HUNDREDS of dead fish started floating to the surface of Manila Bay near the Baseco compound in Manila Bay
Thursday morning, September 17, after a night of heavy rains over Manila.

Because of the recent controversy over the dumping of crushed dolomite to look like white sand along Roxas
Boulevard, it was suspected by some that the dolomite had somehow poisoned the waters. But the Department
of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) pointed out that the “white beach” project was several
kilometers away from Baseco and its floating dead fish.

This is not the first time hundreds of dead fish have come floating to the surface of lakes, gulfs, and bays in the
country. Last May, hundreds of tons of tilapia being grown in fish cages in Taal Lake, Batangas, floated dead to
the surface due to the depletion of oxygen levels in the lake because of too many fish cages. Earlier fish kills in
Taal Lake in 2008 and 2011 were linked to volcanic activity.

Last June, in Laguna de Bay, fish kills were traced also to the depletion of oxygen in the water due, this time,
to the mass destruction of fresh green algae. In 2011, oxygen depletion and water climate change were blamed
for the death of hundreds of milkfish in Lingayen Gulf, Pangasinan.

Fish kills in the Philippines and in many other countries have been traced to various causes, including
infectious diseases, algal blooms, high temperatures, and toxins from water pollution. Pollution has long been
established as the major problem of Manila Bay, as a result of human wastes from houses, and other wastes
from pig pens and factories dumped directly on streams flowing into the Pasig river, on to Manila Bay.

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It is indeed unlikely, as Malacanang claims, that the Baseco fish kill is due to the crushed dolomite being spread
along part of the Roxas Boulevard beach area to improve the view of the sunset and help in the mental health of
Metro Manilans, in the words of presidential spokesman Harry Roque. Most probably, the fish kill resulted
from the pollution that has long been a problem in Manila Bay.

The Supreme Court, in 2008, issued a direct order to various government agencies led by the DENR to clean up
Manila Bay of all its garbage and sewage so it would again be fit for “swimming, skin-diving, and other forms of
contact recreation.” The DENR did take some steps, including appointing river rangers to stop the throwing of
garbage and sewage into the streams flowing into the Pasig and into the bay. But the fact is that the pollution
continues and the bay remains unfit for swimming.

This is one reason some people criticized the DENR’s white beach project with its P389-million budget. How
much has been spent to stop the pollution of the bay?

Public attention is now on the fish kill at Baseco. The investigation will come up with the cause of it all —
pollution. The DENR can have its dolomite white beach, but we hope to see it really work on this real problem
of Manila Bay.

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Think tank Infrawatch PH raises more red flags
on Manila Bay project

MANILA, Philippines — Infrawatch PH, a nongovernment policy think tank, raised more red
flags on Tuesday on the government’s Manila Bay rehabilitation project, saying that it lacked
an Environment Compliance Certificate (ECC) and was probably overpriced, with the lone
bidder not even offering a discount.

The project — which involved overlaying a part of its shorline with artificial white sand made
of crushed dolomite — drew widespread criticism, with people saying that the material posed a
danger to human health and biodiversity.

Some individuals questioned whether a recent fish kill on the bay was caused by the dolomite.
Many others called out authorities for letting huge crowds gather at the site without observing
physical distancing in violation of quarantine rules.

On the other hand, President Rodrigo Duterte repeatedly defended and praised the project.

But in a statement, Infrawatch PH convenor Terry Ridon called the attention of the President,
saying: “Mr. President, the Manila Bay white sand project did not comply with environmental
regulations. It has no ECC despite being located in an area with tourist potential and unique
historical interest. Projects in these areas require an ECC prior construction under DENR’s
regulations.”

“The urgent objective of rehabilitating Manila Bay was not to give the public a nice place to
visit, as the President said,” he added. “The objective is to improve water quality, protect
biodiversity and ensure sustainable development. As admitted by DENR officials themselves,
beach nourishment is not found in any Manila Bay master plan,” he added.

Several government officials, including Vice President Leni Robredo, slammed the project,
saying that the money spent on the project could have been better allocated to the government’s
COVID-19 response.

Last weekend, curious people flocked to the area when it was opened, overwhelming police
officers who tried to implement distancing.

Aside from these issues, Infrawatch PH also claimed that there were indications that the project
was overpriced.

“Allowing this project to proceed without disclosing its project costs will undermine the anti-
corruption drive of the President,” Ridon noted.

“The President should know the following project details: There was only one bidder; There
was a mere 2.04% variance from the approved P398-M budget. The winning bidder did not
offer any discount from the bid price despite being the sole bidder. DPWH did not negotiate for
a lower project price,” he added.

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Fisherfolk group calls Mariel Padilla ‘wrong’
over comment vs Manila Bay critics

A fisherfolk group has belied the claim made by TV host Mariel Rodriguez-Padilla when she said that “no

one was complaining about the trash” in the Manila Bay before it was placed under rehabilitation.

In a photo posted on the Twitter account of the Pambansang Lakas ng Kilusang Mamalakaya
(Pamalakaya), it showed that several people held a fluvial parade in 2005 to express opposition against a
dumpsite in Manila Bay.

“Fishers and coastal residents protested the reclamation for the Navotas dumpsite, which is the culprit for
ton-loads of garbage that polluted Manila Bay,” the caption of the photo read.

Pamalakaya said that Padilla was “wrong” when she said that no one complained about the Manila Bay’s
trash.

“Noong puro basura walang nagrereklamo ngayon na pinaganda... can you believe it? Ngayon sila
nagrereklamo? (When there were still a lot of trash, no one was complaining, (only) now that it’s
improved... can you believe it? It’s now that they’re complaining?)” This is part of Padilla’s comment on
her husband Robin’s Instagram post regarding the beautification project.

The undergoing beautification of Manila Bay recently became a subject for criticisms after the dumping of
the dolomites or synthetic white sand on its beach area.

While there is a need for government officials to “clean up, rehabilitate and preserve Manila Bay” as
ordered by the Supreme Court, critics questioned the timing of its beautification as the country is still
battling against the pandemic. They also raised concern over the implications of the dolomites to the
people’s health.

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Dolomite mining not meant for Manila Bay
project: Cebu town mayor

CEBU CITY — Mayor Michael Angelo Sestoso of the municipality of Alcoy in Cebu on Wednesday said dolomite
extraction in his town has been existing for 39 years, thus, it is improper to say that its purpose is the
beautification project at the Manila Bay.

Sestoso added he cannot recall any single environmental incident from the start of quarry operations of the
Philippine Mining Services Corporation (PMSC) and the Dolomite Mining Corporation (DMC) in their area.

Sestoso issued this statement as he lamented reports quoting “environmentalists” who, he said, erroneously
associated the Manila Bay nourishment project to Alcoy’s purported environmental degradation caused by
dolomite mining.

“Di man maingon nga ang purpose sa dolomite mining operation sa Alcoy para sa Manla Bay (It’s wrong to say
that the purpose of dolomite mining in Alcoy is for Manila Bay),” Sestoso told the Philippine News Agency in an
interview.

He said that dolomite mining in Barangay Pugalo started in 1981 and its purpose is to export the minerals to
Japan and some parts of Southeast Asia.

The mayor said dolomite is crushed aggregates from boulders mined in the hinterland area of the town but no
environmental incident like landslide has occurred ever since. The minerals are used as auxiliary materials for
iron and steel, plate glass for construction materials, automotive glass, fertilizer, and soil conditioner.

However, the PMSC is accommaodating local orders of aggregates to support construction projects and
agricultural farms in Mindanao that use dolomite as soil enhancers or neutralizer to farmlands damaged by
fertilizer overuse, Sestoso said.

“We are proud that we have contributed to the beautification project of Manila Bay. The people of Alcoy are
very happy that many people visit Manila Bay to see the beautiful sands which are actually the dolomite from
Alcoy,” he said. “The Philippines is able to give a good impression to the world because of what President
(Rodrigo) Duterte does in Manila Bay”.

The two mining firms have some 571 hectares of mining claims in Barangay Pugalo and some parts of the
neighboring Barangay Obong, which is part of the adjacent town of Dalaguete.

Sestoso said that the firms are able to mine "a portion" of their claims.
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While they support the Manila Bay nourishment project, the municipality also agreed with Governor Gwendolyn
Garcia in stopping the local transport of dolomite pending resolution of the impasse on environmental impact
monitoring and revenue sharing scheme.

The mayor said the municipality received around PHP200,000 to PHP300,000 per quarter (around PHP1.2 to
PHP1.3 million per year) as their “share from the national wealth” from the dolomite mining.

“We have not received our 2019 share,” he said.

Garcia issued a cease and desist order against DMC and PMSC for their quarry operations of dolomite that is
sold to the local market without paying tax to Cebu capitol and the municipality.

Sestoso said if they get a share from the local sale of dolomite, they can fund their social development projects
which will help uplift the status of Alcoy from being a fifth class municipality. (PNA)

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DENR assures it has played a role in fight vs.
COVID-19

The Department of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) said it has ensured to provide its fair
share of coronavirus disease (COVID-19) assistance even though it is not tasked to address health and
social welfare concerns.

Addressing suggestions that the budget used for the overlaying of crushed dolomite on the
Manila Bay beachfront should have been used to feed poor families who were left hungry due
to the pandemic, the DENR said it had done its part in a different way—by returning 10
percent of its 2020 budget in support of the Bayanihan to Heal as One Act or the Republic
Act (RA) 11469.

Ten percent of its 2020 budget amounts to £1,436,797,000.

It also said that DENR’s central and regional offices and bureaus have initiated programs to
support the government’s fight against COVID-19, with the assistance amounting to
£19,546,193.96.

Employees also pooled donations to help Filipinos amid the pandemic. Their donations
reached £69,568,180.80.

“These donations were utilized for the procurement of personal protective equipment,
sanitation, and hygiene Kkits, food packs, and other necessary items given to frontliners and
families affected by the lockdown, including DENR employees,” the DENR said.

Apart from monetary assistance, the department noted that DENR Secretary Roy Cimatu
rendered service to help contain the COVID-19 crisis in Cebu and Bacolod.

‘However, the DENR, DPWH (Department of Public Works and Highways), Metro Manila
Development Authority, Philippine Coast Guard, and other agencies tasked to rehabilitate the
Manila Bay are not the Department of Health or the Department of Social Welfare and
Development, which have the mandates to address health and social welfare concerns,” it
added.

It said the DENR’s mandate is to use its manpower and other resources for the protection
and conservation of the environment and natural resources, even in the midst of pandemic.

The DENR reiterated that the project’s implementation is “not untimely,” as it was approved
by Congress under the 2019 General Appropriations Act.
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“It underwent bidding under RA 9184 (the Government Procurement Reform Act), and the
contract was awarded prior to the global pandemic. The government cannot simply stop a
project when it is already under a contractual obligation to proceed,” it explained.

It added that the beach nourishment project was conceptualized, budgeted, and approved by
the Department of Budget and Management in 2019, “when there was no incident yet of
COVID-19 in the country.”

The DENR also denied claims that the project, estimated to cover 30,000 to 49,000 square
meters of engineering work, was overpriced.

“One critic divided the 389 million budget by 500 linear meters, which is the length and not
the area or scope of the engineering work; this erroneous computation resulted to 778,000
per meter,” the department pointed out.

It further explained that the budget should be divided by at least 30,000 square meters, the
actual work coverage area. This will yield a cost of 12,967 per square meter, “which is quite
reasonable.”

The DENR reiterated that only 28 million of the 389 million allocation was used to overlay
the crushed dolomite sediments.

It said the P28 million covers not only the price of the crushed dolomite but the package also
includes the cost of delivery from Cebu to Manila Bay.

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Green groups seek halt of DMCI’s coal-fired
power generator project

A GROUP of petitioners asked a Palawan court to stop the planned construction of a
coal-fired power plant by the power arm of DMCI Holdings, Inc.

Environmental groups and some community leaders in Narra town, which were
assisted by the Environmental Legal Assistance Center, filed with the Regional Trial
Court in Puerto Princesa on Tuesday a complaint against DMCI Power Corp. for its
pipeline 15-megawatt (MW) power plant project.

They are asking the court to issue an environmental protection order that will compel
the company to stop pursuing its project. They also seek to cancel the implementation
of its environmental compliance certificate (ECC) granted by the Department of
Natural Resources and Environment-Environmental Management Bureau (DENR-
EMB) in the Calabarzon region.

“The battle of Palawefos against coal has already been a long one, and we can
neither afford nor intend to lose it. Letting coal in would cost the welfare of our people
and of Palawan'’s rich biodiversity,” Grizelda Mayo-Anda, the petitioners’ legal counsel,
said in a virtual briefing.

The said order will also mandate the Palawan Council for Sustainable Development to
review the strategic environmental plan clearance, which it issued to the power firm in
2015, as well as to prevent various local government agencies, including the Narra
mayor’s office, from awarding other permits for the project.

The company secured an ECC for the project last year. It was also considered as an
energy project of national significance by the Department of Energy (DoE). The coal-
run generator was first opposed in 2012.

The petitioners also wanted the court to issue a writ of continuing mandamus, which
will require the EMB to revisit and review DMCI Power’'s ECC application, noting the
company'’s failure to conduct public hearings on the project and to provide clear impact
projections, among others.

“Nakita natin ang maraming pagkukulang sa pagsusuri nila (DENR) ng ECC
application ng DMCI Power (The DENR’s evaluation of the ECC application of DMCI
Power was not substantial),” Ms. Anda said.

DMCI Power is operating four existing diesel and bunker fuel-fired power plants across
Palawan. It has three other power generators in Masbate, Oriental Mindoro, and
Sultan Kudarat.

The publication reached out to the company for comments, but it has yet to respond as
of press time.

One of the petitioners, Cynthia S. Del Rosario of Palawan Alliance for Clean Energy,
said the province has “more than enough” of power capacity, which stands at 57 MW,
to meet its present demand around 50 MW.

“Sa option na kung kailangan mag-entertain ng bagong service contracts, dapat
renewable energy na, (In entertaining new service contracts, they must be renewable
energy projects)” she added.

Sustainability think-tank Center for Energy, Ecology, and Development (CEED),
another petitioner, feared that if the project will go online, it will raise power rates paid
for by consumers. It cited the previous P9.38 per kilowatt-hour generation tariff in the
supply contract between DMCI Power and the Palawan Electric Cooperative.

“There is no reason why Palawefios must be made to suffer exorbitant rates when
renewable energy sources capable of providing cheap and clean electricity abound in
our country,” Avril De Torres, the group’s research head, said.

In the first half of 2020, DMCI Power chipped in P256 million in income share to parent
DMCI Holdings, Inc., a 10% increase from last year, attributed to higher energy sales
in Palawan and lower fuel costs.

Shares in DMCI inched up 0.25% to close at P4.04 each on Tuesday.

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White sand beaches of Boracay ready for more
local tourists on 1 October

Boracay Island will start receiving more local tourists from different parts of the country starting 1
October, the tourism department announced on Wednesday.

Tourism Secretary Bernadette Romulo-Puyat, the island paradise will start allowing visitors even
from areas under General Community Quarantine (GCQ) which includes Metro Manila.

This development came as a result of a special meeting convened by the principals of the
Boracay Interagency Task Force (BIATF) led by its Chairperson Environment Secretary Roy
Cimatu and Co-Vice Chairpersons, Interior and Local Government Secretary Ed Ano

and Romulo-Puyat, with the Province of Aklan.

The BIATF leaders approved the request earlier made by the Aklan Province to expand
Boracay’s reopening to domestic travelers in addition to tourists from Western Visayas who have
already been permitted to visit the island since 16 June.

Targeting a safe and calibrated resumption of tourism business and operations on the island, the
BIATF will impose measures that will ensure safety of the people of Boracay.

This includes the implementation of “Test Before Travel” which requires tourist a negative RT-
PCR result 48 to 72 hours prior to travelling to Boracay. Travelers are also advised to go on a
strict quarantine immediately after the test and until the time of travel to the island.

The Test Before Travel regulation will allow visitors from destinations under a GCQ classification
to visit the island. Age restriction is likewise relaxed permitting travelers below 21 and above 60
years old with no comorbidity.

Airlines are also advised to use the Godofredo P. Ramos Airport in Caticlan, Municipality of
Malay, as the only airport of entry in moving tourists to the island.

“We are pleased that the BIATF and the LGUs of the Province of Aklan and Municipality of Malay
have agreed to put health and safety as the priority as we carefully and safely welcome more
guests to the island.” Secretary Puyat said.

“The reopening of Boracay to new market sources signals a gathering momentum for domestic
tourism all over the country,” she added.

Since the island’s reopening to travelers from Western Visayas last June, the DOT has already
issued Certificates of Authority to Operate (CAO) to 199 hotels and resorts representing 4,416
rooms.

“The reopening of Boracay to new market sources signals a gathering momentum for domestic tourism all
over the country.

During the said meeting, BIATF leaders approved an earlier request of Aklan Province to further reopen
Boracay to domestic travelers apart from tourists from Western Visayas that have been permitted to visit
the island since June 16.

But the tourism chief said the test before travel regulation will be implemented to allow visitors from
destinations with General Community Quarantine (GCQ) classification to also visit the island.

The National Capital Region (NCR), Bulacan and Batangas in Luzon, and the cities of Tacloban and
Bacolod are the only remaining areas placed under GCQ.

Age restriction is likewise relaxed permitting travelers below 21 and above 60 years old with no
comorbidity.

“Targeting a safe and calibrated resumption of tourism business, several measures have been prescribed by
the Task Force that include Test Before Travel requiring a negative RT-PCR result 48 to 72 hours prior to
travel to Boracay. Also, travelers will be advised to go on strict quarantine immediately after a test until the
time of travel to the island,” Puyat said.

But foreign travelers who wish to visit the island are still restricted as the DOT is concentrating first on the
revival of domestic tourism. Puyat also said they have yet to discuss the docking of cruise ships in the
island.

Another key agreement advises airlines to use the Godofredo P. Ramos Airport in Caticlan, Municipality of
Malay as the only airport of entry in moving tourists to the island.

Meanwhile, the minimum health and safety guidelines (HSG) in place and in accordance with the Inter-
Agency Task Force on Emerging Infectious Diseases (IATF-EID) and national government mandates will
be subjected to continued enhancement. The Province of Aklan had earlier rolled out stringent protocols in
receiving guests from Western Visayas as well as strict guidelines in handling COVID-19 related
emergencies.
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A COVID-19 laboratory is now operating at the Dr. Rafael S. Tumbokon Memorial Hospital in Kalibo,
Aklan and forms part of the network of facilities and services needed in a safe environment for host
communities, business stakeholders, and tourists.

Similarly, we worked with the Tulong Kapatid ,
the social responsibility consortium of the MVP Group of Companies, for several projects to include the
donation of medical equipment and extension of training that will level up the Ciriaco S. Tirol Hospital in
Boracay from an infirmary to a level 1 trauma hospital.”

Certificates of Authority to Operate (CAO) to 199 hotels and resorts representing 4,416 rooms.

INTERIOR Secretary Eduardo Afio yesterday said the tourism island of Boracay is well-prepared for its re-opening
on October 1 after several months of closure due to the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) pandemic.

Ano said he and Tourism Secretary Berna Romulo-Puyat, Environment Secretary Roy Cimatu and Aklan Gov.
Florencio Miraflores discussed the re-opening of the island attraction during a meeting on Tuesday night.

“They are actually well-prepared, including the protocols,” Afio said of local and tourism officials during the Laging
Handa press briefing.

One of the requirements agreed between the DOT, DILG and local officials is the submission of a “negative” PCR
testing result for tourists before they are allowed to enter the island.

“Pagkatapos pagdating doon, mayroon na siyang assigned na QR code, then doon mismo sa Boracay mayroon
tayong COVID isolation facility doon (After their arrival there, they will have an assigned QR code, and then in
Boracay there will be a COVID isolation facility there),” he said.

“Kung mayroong mag-positive, ito ay dadalhin kaagad dito sa mainland kapag mayroong ma-detect dito na positive
or even suspect, dadalhin ito sa Kalibo (Those who will test positive will be brought to the main island. If some is
positive or even a suspected case is detected, they will be brought to Kalibo),” he added Afio.

Afio said he has seen the preparations being done by the concerned agencies for the re-opening of Boracay and
concluded they are “well in place.”

Afio said tourists from general community quarantine areas are already welcome to go to Boracay. Aklan, the
island’s province, is under the more relaxed modified general community quarantine.

Meanwhile, Joint Task Forces COVID Shield chief Lt. Gen. Guillermo Eleazar told police commanders to closely
coordinate with local government units as more and more tourist spots are being re-opened.

“Early planning is essential in the success of local tourism. As police commanders, we have the obligation to ensure
that there must be a balance between the revival of the local economy and the health safety of the people in this
time of pandemic,” said Eleazar.

Tagaytay City has already opened itself to tourism early this month and Baguio City is also re-opening next month.

“We leave it to the LGUs to craft and implement plans for their respective local tourisms. Local police
commanders, however, must ensure that they are always updated in the planning and implementation,” said Eleazar.

Mayor Andrea Bautista Ynares recently signed a usufruct agreement with the East Zone water
concessionaire, Manila Water, in relation to the city government’s plan to put up a Waste Water
Management Treatment Plant (WWMTP) in the area leading to the waterfalls.

Present during the signing of agreement were Mayor Ynares, Manila Water president and CEO Rene
Almendras, Department of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) Secretary Roy Cimatu, and
Manila Water chief operating officer Abelardo P. Basilio.

In the agreement, Manila Water agrees to construct the WWMTP within a period of five years from
effectivity. Once completed, it shall be exclusively operated by Manila Water in coordination with the city
government, according to the office of Mayor Ynares.

The city government said that with the construction of WWMTP, 16 million liters of wastewater can be
processed per day.

“The falls will be an attraction in itself since the water is already treated (after WWMTP completion),
bringing back the old glory of the famed falls,” said former Antipolo Mayor Jujun Ynares III in a text
message.

Tree-planting activities and regular clean-up events are regularly held in the vicinity of the waterfalls as
part of the local government’s rehabilitation initiatives.

Prior to the pandemic, the city government has started introducing attractions such as wall climbing, zip
line, spider web, and basketball court in the park area, a protected site co-managed by the DENR, Rizal
provincial government, and the city.

MANILA - The urgency required to fight the raging coronavirus pandemic is also needed to tackle climate
change that is affecting the world in different but severe ways, President Rodrigo Duterte said in his first
appearance at the UN General Assembly.

In a video message to the UN convention that aired early Wednesday (Manila time), Duterte said that global
warming and other climate-related issues have "worsened inequalities and vulnerabilities from within and
between" countries across the globe.

"Climate change has worsened the ravages of the pandemic. Peoples in developing countries like the Philippines
suffer the most. We cannot afford to suffer more," he said.

Duterte urged the UN member states part of the Paris Agreement -- which is aimed at slashing greenhouse gases
and keeping global temperature increases -- to honor their commitment.

"The Philippines joined the Paris Agreement to fight climate change. We call on all parties, especially those
who have not made good their commitment to fight climate change, to honor the same,” he said.

"We call on all parties to strengthen communities and peoples for preparedness and resilience. We are talking
about mankind and Earth, our one and only home."

Duterte in 2017 signed the Paris pact years after nearly 200 countries agreed on a binding global compact to
slash greenhouse gases and keep global temperature increases to "well below" 2 degrees Celsius. Manila had
promised to cut carbon emissions by 70 percent by year 2030, even if the country is not a major emitter.

Earlier this month, UN chief Antonio Guterres warned world powers to pull together and retool their economies
for a green future or humanity will be "doomed."

He said the coronavirus crisis may have put climate to the sidelines as nations launched unprecedented
lockdowns to try to slow the pathogen's spread, bu the need for climate action was more urgent than ever.--With

“Aside from calling in countries to enhance their commitments to the Paris Agreement, the declaration
must also be a call for climate justice and hold big polluters—fossil fuel and cement companies—accountable
for their role in driving climate change, which has placed millions of Filipinos in vulnerable situations with
loss of lives, homes and livelihoods,” she added.

Guerrero said President Duterte must use this opportunity to declare a climate emergency that will enable a
recovery that will transform our economy and society to tackle the climate crisis and promote positive
environmental and health outcomes.

In a separate statement, Institute for Climate and Sustainable Cities executive director Renato Redentor
Constantino said the Philippine government displayed international leadership at the right moment by
affirming the need to flatten both the coronavirus (COVID-19) and the climate curves as urgently as
possible.

“Duterte’s statement underscores the need for the whole world to act in concert based on science to tackle
both the climate and COVID-19 crises. Experts advise physical distancing to prevent the transmission of
the virus while a vaccine is still being developed, and scientists have long said we must keep global
warming below the 1.5-degrees Celsius threshold to avoid the worst impacts of climate change,” he added.
He added that President Rodrigo Duterte’s remarks reflect the climate and energy transition is underway
not only in the Philippines but also globally.

“Solutions such as decentralized renewable energy, active mobility and sustainable transport, and
mangrove and watershed management can address not only COVID-worsened public health and economic
problems in the short term but also climate risks and development challenges in the long haul,” he said.

It will be a major,
coordinated effort between many stakeholders, local government units and residents,” he said.

“The airport project will not worsen the flooding as we have set in place flood mitigation measures
that will help the whole province as well. We will make sure that this airport will live up to its
promise to bring positive change in the community and the lives of many Filipinos,” he added.

Recently, SMC also has undertaken to plant a total of 190,000 mangroves over 76 hectares of
coastal areas in Bulacan and Central Luzon with Hagonoy town as pilot site.

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|ATF to decide on next PH quarantine

September 23, 2020

The Department of Health (DOH) will leave the decision to the Inter-Agency Task Force
for the Management of Emerging Infectious Diseases (IATF-EID) regarding the
community quarantine classification of the country next month.

“Ito po ay kailangan pa rin pag-usapan sa IATF. Mayroon po tayong ginagamit na mga
scientific na batayan para masabi natin kung anong level dapat ng quarantine status sa
isang lugar (This needs to be discussed by the IATF. We have scientific bases to
determine the level of quarantine status in a particular area),” DOH USec. Maria Rosario
Vergeire explained.

As of September 6, the reproduction number of COVID-19 in the country is 0.848. The
case doubling time as of September 21 is at 11.02 days while mortality doubling time is
at 15.79 days.

The National Capital Region (NCR) has a critical care utilization rate (CCUR) of 58
percent as of September 20, or nearly 10 percent lower than the 67 percent rate last
September 2. The CCUR for Calabarzon, Cebu, and Bulacan also declined by one to three
percent in the same period.

“Nakikita rin natin na ang critical care utilization natin, once napakataas na nasa danger
zone, we are now in that warning zone na lang nasa 58-55 percent nalang tayo. Pero
marami pa tayo kailangan gawin (We are monitoring our critical care utilization rate
which us now in the warning zone at 58 to 55 percent. But there is still a lot to do),”
Vergeire clarified.

UP OCTA Research added that the 28-day case doubling time must be achieved first
before going into modified general community quarantine (MGCQ).

“Actually hindi pa natin naaabot ‘yung mga milestones eh that would qualify NCR, for
example, for an MGCQ status. May scientific criteria silang ginagamit (We have not yet
reached the milestones that would qualify NCR for an MGCQ status. There is a scientific
criteria being used). And it is really the slowing down and the management of
transmission in the NCR,” Prof. Ranjit Rye elucidated.

As of Sept. 23, there are 294,591 confirmed COVID-19 cases with 2,833 newly reported
ones, 231,373 recoveries and 5,091 fatalities nationwide. — Report from Mark Fetalco

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Curve not yet flattened even with good signs

The Philippines has yet to see a flattening of the COVID-19 pandemic curve with clustered cases still rising, the
Department of Health (DOH) said on Wednesday, even as there are improvements in the country’s situation.

“Even with these indicators, we are seeing specific areas that have clustering, there’s an increase in cases. So
at this point, we cannot really say that there is flattening of the curve,” Health Undersecretary Maria Rosario
Vergeire said in Filipino during a virtual briefing.

Vergeire said the Philippines is properly dealing with the COVID-19 pandemic, citing improved critical care
utilization rates, which includes bed occupancy in hospitals.

“If we try to look at these numbers, we can see it gradually slowing down, slowly decongesting the system and
having more capacity to accommodate COVID-19 patients,” she said.

New cases fall below 3,000 for second day

The Philippines logged 2,833 new coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) cases Wednesday, bringing the total
to 294,591 infections since the pandemic started, the Department of Health (DOH) reported.

This was the second straight day that newly-confirmed cases were below 3,000. Tuesday’s tally was 1,635.
The DOH also reported 44 new fatalities, bringing the death toll from COVID-19 to 5,091.

On the other hand, 765 new recoveries were reported, bringing the number of patients who have recovered
from the disease to 231,373.

That left 58,127 active cases 86.5 percent of which are mild, 9.2 percent of which are asymptomatic, 1.3
percent of which are severe, and 3 percent of which are critical.

Anti-lockdown doctors slammed

AN infectious disease expert on Wednesday warned against calls for the lifting of COVID-19 lockdowns
nationwide saying this is “very dangerous.”

Last week, the Concerned Doctors and Citizens of the Philippines (CDC-PH) launched the #FlattenTheFear
campaign, which urges government to end lockdowns and promote intake of proper nutrition to boost one’s
immune system.

But in an interview on ANC, Dr. Rontgene Solante, head of adult infectious disease at the San Lazaro Hospital,
said lifting of virus restrictions should only be implemented once there is a significant drop in COVID-19 cases.
“It's really dangerous to look at it,” Solante said, noting that promoting vitamins as prophylaxis could give
people a false sense of safety.

“It's very dangerous. Premature lifting of the lockdown and taking the prophylaxis, you are facing two very
dangerous interventions here that have not been proven at this point when our cases are still ongoing,” Solante
added.

Public confidence, readiness key

Public confidence and readiness should determine whether or not the government should ease the lockdown of
Metro Manila amid the COVID-19 pandemic, a group of health workers and a business group said on
Wednesday.

The public transport system should be prepared enough to prevent outbreaks of the disease, while retalil
establishments should have a system to notify customers in case they have contact with a coronavirus patient,
said Dr. Anna Ong-Lim, of the Healthcare Professionals Alliance Against COVID-19, in an interview on ABS-
CBN'’s TeleRadyo.

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“The question that should be asked is: How is the state of preparation across all sectors? All of them should
indicate that we can all do our own roles,” Ong-Lim said.

For his part, Management Association of the Philippines president Francis Lim said the public’s confidence in
health protocols should hold “equal importance” with easing restrictions to rescue the economy.
New testing guidelines out soon

The government will soon release revised omnibus guidelines on COVID-19 testing, detection, isolation,
guarantine management, a Department of Health (DOH) official said on Wednesday.

Health Undersecretary Maria Rosario Vergeire’s statement was made a day after the Lancet medical journal
ranked the country’s efforts in suppressing COVID-19 as 66th out of 91 countries.

“The Inter-Agency Task Forcehas approved a pilot run for the antigen test. When the results are out, we can
come out with the omnibus guidelines. The whole document will be updated,” Vergeiere said.

She also assured the public that the DOH would continue working to improve the country’s COVID-19
response.

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Duterte lauded for sea stand
Allies, critics call it a victory for invoking PH arbitral award before UN

Critics and allies alike of President Rodrigo Duterte praised him Wednesday for invoking before the United
Nations General Assembly a 2016 ruling by the Permanent Court of Arbitration that struck down China’s
excessive claims in the South China Sea in favor of the Philippines.

Former Supreme Court Justice Antonio Carpio, former Foreign Affairs Secretary Albert del Rosario, and
Ambassador Lauro Baja, the country’s former permanent ambassador to the UN, commended the President for
departing from his usual policy of appeasing Beijing in speaking to the UN via a taped message for the first
time.

Most Senators also praised the President’s speech on the UN’s 75th anniversary, as they hoped he would
speak with the same clarity on issues to Filipinos.

“| personally commend the strong stand that President Rodrigo Duterte made before the UN General Assembly
that the arbitral award in the South China Sea arbitration is ‘beyond compromise and beyond the reach of

passing governments to dilute, diminish or abandon’,” said Carpio, who has been in the forefront of the
campaign to protect the country’s maritime sovereignty in the West Philippine Sea.

Carpio also lauded the President for acknowledging the countries that have expressed their support for the
Philippines’ legal victory over China.

Last week, France, Germany and the United Kingdom filed notes verbale before the UN expressing their
rejection of China’s so-called nine-dash claim over the South China Sea.

Carpio expressed hopes that Duterte would maintain this position for the rest of his term.

“I fervently hope that this is the policy that the Duterte administration will implement across all levels — in the
protection of our exclusive economic zone in the West Philippines Sea, in the negotiations for the Code of
Conduct, and in gathering the support of the international community for the enforcement of the arbitral award,”
he said.

Del Rosario said the President should solicit the support of more countries for the Philippines’ 2016 arbitral
victory against China’s claims in the South China Sea.

“The next step is for our President and his administration to put in reality the invocation of the arbitral award,”
Del Rosario said in a statement.

“Our government should work earnestly to get the support of more countries so that the arbitral award will be
raised more emphatically next year for the UN General Assembly 2021,” he added.

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For the first since the Philippines won its case in the PCA, Duterte declared before the UN General Assembly
that the award was “beyond compromise and beyond the reach of passing governments to dilute, diminish or
abandon.”

Duterte had earlier set aside the arbitration ruling in favor of friendly relations with Beijing, which has refused to
recognize the PCA ruling.

Baja agreed with Del Rosario, saying Manila must follow-up with Senate President Pro Tempore Ralph Recto,
meanwhile, commended the team who wrote the President’s speech.

“If there’s an Emmy for the UN General Assembly speeches, the one he delivered can win the prize for the best
written,” said Recto in a separate statement.

“The team who put policies to prose should be congratulated. What they put together is the template for
presidential addresses: cohesive, coherent, and straight to the point,” Recto added.

Recto said the President should speak with the same degree of clarity when addressing the country, as Duterte
has been putting out weekly televised public addresses during the pandemic.

“If he was able to convey his thoughts with clarity to the world, all the more he should do the same to his own
people at this time when they need hope and direction,” Recto said.

Opposition Senator Francis Pangilinan expressed hope that the President’s strong pronouncement would be
matched with strong actions, such as seeking support from the country’s ASEAN allies such as Indonesia and
Vietnam, which have stood up to China and opposed its aggression in the disputed waters.

“We also hope he doesn’t change his mind and does a 180-degree turn moving forward,” he added.

Akbayan chair emeritus said Duterte’s invocation of the arbitral award was a victory for international law and
Philippine sovereignty “against his own defeatist policy on China.”

“It is solid proof that the international community’s pressure for Mr. Duterte to submit to and recognize
International law is working,” Rosales said.

“Yes, history was made, but not by Mr. Duterte, who should have done this a long time ago. History was made

by the Filipino people, who, with the strong support of the international community, employed various political
and diplomatic means to compel Mr. Duterte to do what is democratically appropriate,” she said.

President Duterte delivered a well-crafted speech, pre-recorded for the 75th session of the
UN General Assembly. It was a short speech that covered all the basic policy positions the
country stands by: climate change, nuclear disarmament, gender equality, human rights, the
description of the COVID-19 vaccine as a global public good and the overlapping territorial
claims over features at the West Philippine Sea (WPS).

All the policy positions reiterated by the President were expected, including his complaint
about the “weaponization” of human rights issues. The only unexpected element of that
speech was the strong position he took on the WPS issues. One normally critical news site
described his statements on this matter a “bombshell.”

This was the first time in his four-year old presidency that Duterte took a strong position
upholding the country’s exclusive economic zone claims over parts of the WPS. “The Award,”
the President declared, “is now part of international law, beyond compromise and beyond the
reach of passing governments to dilute, diminish or abandon.”

Duterte’s strong reiteration of the Philippine position on the WPS issues dovetails similarly
strong positions taken by major powers only days before. Germany, the UK and France
issued a joint declaration invalidating China’s claims to maritime features built up into islands
hosting military facilities.

For years, Duterte has been criticized for taking a soft position towards Beijing on the
contending territorial claims. His most virulent critics tried to picture him as China’s “puppet.”
Others thought that our sovereign claims were being sacrificed on the altar of short-term
economic gains.

The President’s articulated position before the UN General Assembly should silence those
critics. The Philippine position rejecting China’s “nine-dash line” claims could not have been
repudiated more staunchly. The arbitral award could not have been affirmed more clearly.
Both former associate justice Antonio Carpio and former ambassador Albert del Rosario
praised Duterte’s affirmation of the arbitral award.

For years, Duterte has been promising to take a clearer position regarding the arbitral award
at the appropriate time. That time is now. A broad international consensus has formed
rejecting Beijing’s ambitious claims. The President’s affirmation of the arbitral award will not
sound hollow.

The past few weeks have not been happy for Beijing’s diplomatic apparatchiks. The
pandemic originating from the Chinese city of Wuhan has been a public relations fiasco for
the Asian superpower. The vociferous American president urged in the same forum that
China be held accountable for the pandemic and its mounting economic costs. The US
escalated pressure on China by sending two very senior diplomatic missions to Taipei. Britain
and France have sent warships to the South China Sea to blunt China’s power projections.

Duterte’s words before the General Assembly will not suffice, of course. Having affirmed the
arbitral award, Manila must follow through with a more active assertion of our exclusive
economic zone, including our rights to natural resources that the area might yield for our
people’s benefit.

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Extradition

When we shifted to a One-China policy over four decades ago, we had to extinguish formal
diplomatic relations with Taiwan. Beijing insists all other nations respect its view that Taiwan
is a renegade province of China.

Over the past weeks, tensions have risen between China and Taiwan. Chinese warplanes
flew close to the island’s frontiers, prompting Taiwanese jets to scramble.

Our downgraded relations with Taiwan create many problems for us. More than hampering
trade and investment flows between our country and the prosperous island, Taiwan has
become a sanctuary for fugitives who think the absence of formal diplomatic ties insures them
against extradition.

The latest case involves a certain David Wong (Wong Ching Yin).

Wong is accused of defrauding a member of the prominent Gaisano clan in Cebu to the tune
of P3.2 billion. The investment scam, conducted through Wong’s DW Capital Inc., is the talk
of the southern city.

Erstwhile investment partner Valerie Gaisano-Sebastian filed a multiple estafa case against
Wong. After some delay due to high-powered legal maneuvers, the accused simply
disappeared.

Gaisano-Sebastian asked the NBI for assistance. Wong has been included in the Interpol’s
Red Notice since October 2019. The plaintiff received information the accused is hiding out in
Taiwan.

This is where the complications set in.

Instead of full-fledged embassies, the two countries maintain commercial and cultural offices
in each other’s capital. The Manila Economic and Cultural Office (MECO) in Taipei and the
Taipei Economic and Cultural Office (TECO) in Manila have limited responsibilities. They are,
technically, not official delegations.

The limited relations we have with Taiwan get in the way of chasing fugitives who manage to
cross borders. Even the Interpol will have difficulties enforcing its Red Notice on David Wong.

The plaintiff has offered a reward of P2 million for information leading to the arrest of the
fugitive David Wong. She has asked the NBI to coordinate with Interpol to track down and
arrest the defendant. There has been little progress in this effort.

The magnitude of the financial fraud that is alleged in this case is sensational, to say the
least. It should be a national concern.

This case should provide enough impetus for the Philippines and Taiwan to review protocols
for the extradition of fugitives. Neither should become sanctuaries for fugitives who manage
to cross borders to escape law enforcement.

In the same way that this was an opportune time to stand up to Beijing on the WPS issues, it

should be a good time to develop more meaningful cooperation with Taiwan without infringing
on our One-China policy.

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China eyes climate leadership

United Nations—Chinese President Xi Jinping moved to seize the climate agenda from the US, vowing that the
world’s largest polluter will go carbon neutral by 2060, a target hailed by environmental activists as a major
stride forward.

The goals, which included a pledge to reach peak emissions in 2030, are the most concrete yet announced by
China, which accounts for one quarter of the planet’'s greenhouse gas emissions blamed for fast-rising
temperatures.

Speaking to the UN General Assembly, Xi renewed his support for the Paris climate accord and called for a
green focus as the world recovers from the Covid-19 crisis.

Under President Donald Trump the United States—the world’s second largest polluter—has pulled out of the
agreement, blaming China for the stalled momentum on tackling global emissions.

But in his speech, Xi set China out as a climate leader, saying the Paris accord “outlines the minimum steps to
be taken to protect the Earth, our shared homeland, and all countries must take decisive steps to honor this
agreement.”

“We aim to have C02 emissions peak before 2030 and achieve carbon neutrality before 2060,” he said in a
virtual address.

Xi urged all nations to “seize the historic opportunities presented by the new round of scientific and
technological revolution and industrial transformation.”

But China’s leader did not immediately put meat on the bones of his carbon-slashing commitment.
China currently has 135 gigawatts of coal-power capacity either permitted or under construction, according to
Global Energy Monitor, a San Francisco-based environmental group.

That equates to about half the total coal-power capacity in the US.

The European Union had been pushing China to be more ambitious by moving the peak emissions date to
2025, arguing that the five year gap is crucial as the planet falls behind in fighting climate change.

The Paris climate deal commits nations to limit global temperature rises to “well below” two degrees Celsius
(3.6 Fahrenheit) from pre-industrial levels through a rapid and sweeping drawdown of greenhouse gas
emissions.

- ‘A defining moment’ —

Joeri Rogelj, a climate expert at Imperial College London’s Grantham Institute, called Xi’s pledge “unexpected
and eye-opening.”

“Allin all, China’s announcement is a defining moment that resets the ambition of global climate action,” he
said.

The 2060 objective is still less ambitious than the 2050 date set by dozens of small states as well as European
powers.

Several experts said it was still a significant step to bring new life to the Paris accords.

“This announcement will send positive shockwaves through diplomatic circles and should prompt greater
climate ambition from other major emitters,” said Helen Mountford, vice president for climate and economics at
the World Resources Institute in Washington.

But she cautioned that the “devil will be in the details” and said that China should set more specific goals in the
nearer term.
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Jean-Pascal van Ypersele, a Belgian climate scientist and former vice chair of the Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change, a UN expert panel, called Xi’'s commitment “very important.”

But he questioned whether China would follow its own guidelines as it pursues a global infrastructure-building
binge -- for example, if it will still back coal plants in Africa.

“If this coherence is lacking, the progress made in China could be lost due to additional emissions by Chinese-
built or -funded fossil infrastructure in developing countries,” he said.

- Trump on attack —

Xi’s tone contrasted sharply with that of Trump, who called the Paris accord negotiated by his predecessor
Barack Obama unfair to the United States.

Trump says he is standing up for US constituencies such as coal miners and has loosened environmental rules,
although individual US states such as California have insisted on fighting climate change on their own.

“Those who attack America’s exceptional environmental record while ignoring China’s rampant pollution are not
interested in the environment,” Trump said in a UN speech shortly before Xi spoke.

“They only want to punish America, and | will not stand for it.”

China’s ambassador to the United Nations, Zhang Jun, scoffed at the remarks by Trump, who devoted much of
his speech to attacking Beijing over Covid-19.

“The United States should be the last one to talk about climate change,” he told reporters.
“They are the one who are disassociating itself from the international efforts on climate change.”
The future of the Paris accord will be partly determined on November 3 as Trump runs for re-election against

Joe Biden, who has pledged to return the United States to the agreement and move toward carbon neutrality by
2050.

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Oi1l, gas giants not in sync with global climate goals —
report

Paris, France—OQil and gas giants are far from aligning with the global climate change goals they purport to
uphold, and only a government-managed decline of the sector can prevent climate catastrophe, according to an
analysis released Wednesday.

“We have seen a wave of announcements from oil companies over the last nine months claiming to be part of
the solution on climate, but none of their plans measure up to what is needed,” co-author Kelly Trout, a senior
research analyst at Oil Change, told AFP.

Oil majors have touted measures such as reducing the carbon intensity of their products, transitioning into
renewable energy, storing “captured” CO2 underground, and offsetting emissions through reforestation.

The report stacked up the climate commitments of eight oil and gas companies against the Paris climate goal of
curbing global warming at 1.5 degrees Celsius above pre-industrial levels.

Under the 2015 treaty, nations are enjoined to cap the planet’s average rise in temperature at “well below” 2C,
and 1.5C if feasible.

A subsequent report from the UN’s IPCC climate science panel showed 1.5C to be the safer limit by far, and
laid out scenarios for achieving that goal by slashing or sequestering greenhouse gas emissions.

The IPCC has calculated that the additional release of more than 500 billion tons of CO2 into the atmosphere
would push temperatures above the 1.5C threshold.

If global CO2 emissions continue at the recent level of about 40 billion tons a year, this “carbon budget” would
be used up in less than a decade and a half.

BP, Chevron, Eni, Equinor, ExxonMobil, Repsol, Shell and Total, all based in Europe or the United States, have
to varying degrees laid out strategies they say are compatible with the Paris targets.

Failing grades
Using the 1.5C threshold as a benchmark, Trout and colleagues graded 10 components of each company’s
climate plan along the spectrum of “fully aligned” to “grossly insufficient”.

Pledges to stop approving new extraction projects, for example, were judged “grossly inefficient” in all eight oil
giants.

The same failing mark was given across the board for committing to a date to end oil and gas extraction; being
“honest” about the high carbon content of gas; and—uwith the exception of BP—promising to stop exploration.

Even if global use of coal—which powers 40 percent of electricity generation worldwide—were phased out

overnight, developed gas and oil reserves would still push the world beyond the 1.5C threshold, earlier
research has shown.

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What does carbon neutral mean?

One of the main objectives under the 2015 Paris Agreement on climate change is to achieve carbon
neutrality by 2050. A necessary condition if we are to limit global warming to 1.5 degrees Celsius,
carbon neutrality designates a balance between anthropogenic greenhouse gas emissions and the
amount of carbon dioxide naturally absorbed by carbon sinks like the soil, oceans and forests.

A study by the non-governmental organization Oxfam and the Stockholm Environment Institute
unveiled on Sept. 21 has found that the richest 1% of the world’s population (around 63 million
people) are responsible for 15% of all greenhouse gas emissions.

At the 2015 United Nations Climate Chance Conference or COP21, which concluded with the Paris
Agreement on climate change, 195 countries, including the European Union, made a commitment to
achieve carbon neutrality by 2050.

But what exactly do we mean by carbon neutrality?

The word “neutrality” does not refer to an absence of greenhouse gases but a balance between the
amount of CO2 emitted and the amount absorbed by ecosystems that act as the planet’s natural carbon
sinks, such as forests, grasslands, soils and oceans.

Collectively, these carbon sinks can eliminate 9.5 to 11 gigatonnes of CO2 per year. Gobal greenhouse
gas emissions, however, amount to four times this figure, which were around 43.1 gigatonnes in 2019
including 36.8 billion tonnes of CO2 caused by the use of coal, oil and gas.

To date, the most popular option in the bid to achieve carbon neutrality has been to turn to carbon
offsetting, which aims to counterbalance emissions from one sector with reductions elsewhere. This is
notably the strategy that has been embraced by large numbers of companies.

Offsetting can notably involve developing the capacity of carbon sinks by, for example, by planting
more trees. However, this kind of initiative also has its limits, notably because global warming has
increased the risk posed by forest fires, which release large amounts of CO2 into the atmosphere.

It follows that the most effective solutions to achieve carbon neutrality combine the preservation of
carbon-absorbing ecosystems with drastic reductions in greenhouse gas emissions. On the level of the
planet, this will require a major overhaul of the most polluting industrial sectors, which are energy,
textiles, transport, agriculture and construction. CC

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Rescuers find another 200 stranded whales in Australia

Rescuers trying to refloat a pod of stranded whales in a remote Australian harbour say they have found another
200, taking to 470 the total number that have become stuck.

The long-finned pilot whales are trapped in two separate locations in Macquarie Harbour, on the rugged and
sparsely populated west coast of Tasmania, a spokeswoman for the state's environment department told AFP.
"It has been confirmed that approximately 200 whales that were undetected up until this point were found" at a
spot seven to 10 kilometres (four to six miles) further in the harbour, she said.

Parks and Wildlife Service manager Nic Deka said the second pod was discovered early Wednesday morning
by an aerial surveillance crew who believed most had already died.

"We already have staff on the way to make an assessment, but certainly from the air didn't appear to be in a
condition that would warrant rescue," he told reporters in the nearby town of Strahan.

"Most of them appear to be dead but we will wait for advice from the ground crew before we make a final call on
what we do."

About 270 whales were found Monday, sparking a major effort to free the giant mammals that were mostly
stranded on a sandbar only accessible by boat.

At least 90 of those whales have already died, though scientists were hopeful the survivors would hold out for
the several days it was expected to complete the rescue mission.

Rescuers spent Tuesday wading in the cold shallows to free about 25 creatures, using boats fitted with special
slings to guide them back to the open ocean.

Wednesday's discovery of another 200 whales makes the mass stranding the largest recorded in Tasmania's
history.

Officials have now expanded their search area to see if more whales are stuck nearby.

The rescue crew of 60 conservationists, skilled volunteers and local fish farm workers are concentrating their
efforts on the roughly 200 whales on a sandbar, where the creatures are partially submerged in water.

"What we do know is the mortality has increased -- that's inevitable -- but there are still a significant number that
are alive so we'll continue to work with those," Deka said.

Several of the whales rescued Tuesday re-stranded overnight in line with predictions by whale behaviour
experts, but Deka remained upbeat about the rescue mission.

"The good news is the majority of whales that were rescued are still out in deep water and swimming," he said.
"They haven't stranded. So we've been more successful than not."

The causes of mass strandings remain unknown, but scientists have suggested the highly sociable pilot whales
may have gone off track after feeding close to the shoreline or by following one or two whales that strayed.
